Additional Support

Participants with disabilities and unique needs are encouraged

to take part in year-round recreation programs that suit their

interests and hobbies. If assistance is required outside of the

typical staff to participant ratio, individuals have the following

options:
* 1:1 Town Support Staff
Inclusion 1:1 support staff are available to facilitate
participation in all Town of Aurora recreation programs. A
support staff may provide redirection for safety reasons and
allow opportunities for sensory or emotional breaks. Upon
request, the Town of Aurora will do their best to arrange a
1:1 support staff for a participant based on availability and
resources. In most cases, 1:1 support can be arranged,
however, we ask families to provide at least two weeks notice
prior to the start of a program to allow for adequate time to
confirm a staff member.

« External Support Workers

The Town of Aurora welcomes external personal support
workers into all our programs and drop-ins at no additional
registration costs. An external support worker can include a

parent, family member, or paid external staff member at the ;
